KUALA LUMPUR - In a Shanghai 50’s themed ceremony 29 spas, wellness centres and 

spa product brands were honoured with the Malaysia Spa & Wellness Awards 2011 at the 

Palace of the Golden Horses.  

 

The much awaited awards event dubbed the most prestigious awards for the spa and 

wellness industry was organised by the Asia Spa & Wellness Promotion Council. The 

Awards were presented by Datuk Dr. Victor Wee, Chairman of Tourism Malaysia on 

behalf of Tourism Minister Dato’ Sri Dr Ng Yen Yen and William Ng, Chairman of Asia 

Spa & Wellness Promotion Council. 

 

The winners were selected from a pool of 128 nominations, and were judged by a panel 

of independent judges comprising spa personalities, travel and lifestyle magazine editors 

and celebrities.

Among the big winners of the night were YTL’s Spa Village Group which took home 5 

awards including the prestigious Best Spa Group category.

CHI Spa and home grown Thai Odyssey Group won two awards each.  For the second 

consecutive year Biossentials were awarded Best Spa Product – Bodycare. 

 

Dato’ Sri Dr Ng pledged the support of the Ministry for the industry. In her speech 

delivered by Wee, she said, “It is my aspiration is to see better qualified therapists 

servicing the industry and proper licensing and regulation of the spa industry.”
